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Student Absences  

It is with some concern that we are noticing children been kept from school and from their precious education by 
parents for no apparent reason. 

The average absence per Queensland student is about one in every 13 school days. That means by the end of 
their schooling the average student has missed an entire year! Recent figures from The Department of Education 
suggest that only 40 per cent of students absent from Queensland schools on any given day are away for genuine 
reasons. These statistics are somewhat swayed by secondary school data; however absenteeism is still a concern 
within the primary sector. 

The slogan we have adopted is, “Be on time, be at school; that’s the rule.”  It is important for parents to 
understand that every day a student is away without reason, the absence is costing that child a learning 
experience. 

We would like to see a decrease in our absenteeism rate at Pimpama State School. While we know and expect 
that there are genuine reasons for students being absent, maybe as a school community we can reflect on the 
reasons why our school absenteeism rate is not decreasing. ‘Food’ for thought! 

Absence notes – Please!  

School attendance rolls are legal documents, and under Australian law schools must account for student 
absences. If your child is absent for whatever reason, the school requires a written note indicating the date and 
reason for the absence or alternatively leaving a message on the school absentee line – 5549 4392.  We 
appreciate your support in allowing us to fulfil our legal requirements. 

It is essential that you as the parent/guardian of your child ensure that they attend school regularly so as not to 
disadvantage their learning opportunities. 

Swimming Lessons  

These kick off on Monday 2nd November for all Prep to Year 4 students.  The program is a sponsored one and 
parent contribution is only $65.00.  It is essential that your child makes use of this opportunity to ensure their skill 
levels are improved upon.
