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Welcome students and families to Year 1 at Pimpama State School.

Backaground Information

We believe that children learn at individual rates and that they learn best from
different methods. Therefore, a variety of learning experiences are essential to
encompass their various styles of learning (auditory, visual, tactile and oral) and
Gardner’s Multiple Intelligences (Smarts). We believe our role as their teachers
Is to establish and structure the environment so that it gives focus, direction,
support and challenge to their learning. In addition, although we recognise their
individuality, being able to work co-operatively is also important in order to
develop leadership skills.

Term 1 Learning Topics

English
Unit 1

Students will read, view and listen to a variety of everyday procedural texts and
familiar stories that involve a procedure. They will write a simple procedure.

Word of the Week
Each week students will learn a new focus word to help expand their
vocabulary.

Mathematics

In Number and Algebra, students will be working with
numbers to and from 50, locating numbers on a number
line, identifying odd and even numbers, finding patterns
(including growing patterns), using addition, subtraction
and partitioning numbers. In Measurement and Geometry,
they will identify names and features of 2D shapes and
compare and order objects based on the attributes of
Mass.

Science & Technologies (STEM)
Miss Brennan is our Specialist STEM Teacher. Students will investigate the
combination of materials used to make an object for a particular purpose. They
will record and represent observations and communicate ideas.

Students will use a combination of materials to make a variety of objects for a
particular purpose. They will design, create and evaluate their design and
suggest modifications to improve their design.



Humanities and Social Sciences - HASS

Students will be observing the past and how their world is different. They will
investigate and question different aspects of the past and make observations
about how and why their world is different and family roles and
responsibilities.

Arts

Students will explore warm and cool colours, primary and secondary colours
and will create a portfolio of work entailing the 7 elements of art using a variety
of materials.

Health

Students will be exploring healthy and unhealthy food choices. They will look at
the healthy food chart and discuss how to make better food choices in order to
help their bodies learn and grow.

Homework

Homework fosters the development of independent study and work habits. It
provides students with opportunities to plan and budget their time, which in turn
encourages them to develop a degree of self-discipline. You can best support
your child by making sure they have a quiet environment in which to work, offer
encouragement and positive reinforcement, discuss your child’s work with them
and assist them when required. It's always important to ensure you do not
complete your child’s homework for them, rather guide them to complete it,
their way.

In Year 1, Homework will be accessible through the online platform, Seesaw. If
your child does not have access to a device at home, a worksheet will be
provided for them. Homework will be assigned every Monday and is
expected to be completed by Friday of each week.

Homework will consist of daily Seesaw tasks and reading of 10-15

minutes. Students should be reading their dictation passage every night.
Reading activities are also available from the online Decodable Readers
programme https://draonline.com.au/ and Reading Eggs programme
www.readingeggs.com.au. Mathematics activities are available from
www.mathletics.com.au. These logins will be supplied in the coming weeks.

You can help your child by listening to their reading daily, hearing their dictation
and helping them access the online learning activities through Seesaw.



Speaking Activities

The children are required to participate in speaking activities on a weekly basis.
At the end of Week 4, they will bring home their term list of the speaking
activities that they are required to do each week. They can be varied from
Australian animals, holiday stories and special events. With some of these
activities, your child may require a little assistance. Please assist, rather than
doing it for them as they are required to present it to the class.

iPads

iPads will be utilised to enhance classroom programs from the beginning of
Week 2. Any iPad which is to be used as a part of the BYOD program will need
to be registered with the school and Parents/Guardians will need to fill out and
sign our ‘Acceptable Use Agreement’, before students can bring them to school
to use in the classroom.

Insurance of all BYOD iPads is the responsibility of the Parent/Guardian. No
responsibility will be taken by the school or others for damage. iPads will need
to be taken to the classroom by the students and placed on the iPad rack each
morning. Parents/Guardians are required to provide suitable, durable casing
and a protective bag to transport the device in (BEE folder). If the iPad is a
device used by all family members then careful monitoring of the content of the
camera roll will need to be ensured.

It is the responsibility of the Parent/Guardian to make sure the device is fully
charged ready to start each day. It is the responsibility of the
Parents/Guardians to back up any files, photographs and their apps to iTunes
as appropriate. Although every care will be taken, the Staff of Pimpama State
School will not be held liable for any accidental erasure of apps, files or photos
and in the unfortunate event that this did occur; parents will be responsible for
restoring these through iTunes. If Parents/Guardians choose not to participate
in the program, Teachers have access to school iPads and students are able to
borrow these during lesson time.

Promoting Literacy Development (PLD)

Pimpama State School will continue implementing a program called Promoting
Literacy Development (PLD). High Frequency Word lists are included in our
Literacy Program as well as writing dictation.

The office
staff will then give you a slip to give to your child’s classroom teacher
upon arrival to your child’s classroom.
